 (The first tournament to be offered by the ALSRI Golf Club for 2001 will be located at the Cascades Golf Course.  The club was able 
to secure a first class package for our members to begin the year and to host  the Tournament of Champions at which time we will 
crown our new Club Champion.  Below is an excerpt from the Los Angeles Times with regards to the Cascades Golf Course.  Please be 
advised that the course is very challenging and it is recommended that members try to play a practice round before the 
tournament……………...Larry) 
 
Several remarkable daily-fee courses have either recently opened or will do so soon.  The list includes 
Cascades Golf Club near the intersection of the Golden State and Foothill freeways.  Sometimes referred to 
as a “country club for a day,” a daily-fee golf course generally charges $100-$200 a round.  It offers resort-
like amenities and services, including attendants who greet golfers when they arrive and clean their clubs 
before they leave, valet parking, 10-minute tee-time intervals for faster rounds, and luxurious clubhouses 
with locker rooms and gourmet dining facilities, Global Position Systems that use satellites and computers to 
inform golfers in their carts of their exact yardage to the pin, courses designed by prestigious golf-course 
architects, top-quality practice facilities, etc.   
 
Cascades is the first golf course built inside the Los Angeles city limits in nearly four decades.  The course 
takes its name from the southern end of the Los Angeles Aqueduct, with its white-capped rivulets of water 
rushing to complete the journey from Northern California through cement channels just up and to the right of 
the course’s third hole.   
 
Golfers may think the 6,536-yardage reading from the back tees at the Cascades means they can really go 
low on this course.  In fact, they might as well toss their scorecards out, as the course’s hypnotic changes in 
elevation make depending on literal hole distances somewhat specious.  Downhill tee shots may carry and 
roll 50 yards farther than usual, while uphill approach shots to greens may require a longer club by one, two 
or even three number increments. 
 
The Cascades Golf Course is located at 16325 Silver Oaks Drive, Sylmar, CA.   Normal green fees are: $60 
Monday-Friday; $85 weekends and holidays.

Have you ever hit a shot 
that was so bad that you 
had to blame something 
else to indicate it wasn’t 
entirely your fault?  Well 
here are a few tips that I’ve 
observed (and tried) over 
the years.  Be aware that in 
order to pull some of these 
off you’ll need Academy 
A w a r d  w i n n i n g 
performances. 
 
Situation #1: You have just 
barely missed your birdie 
putt and have left yourself a 
3-footer.  You step up 
nervously to get it over 
with. You slap at the ball 
missing the hole by at least 
2 inches. 
 
Remedy:  Immediately look 
very angry and tap down 
an imaginary spike mark 
with the full force of a 
jackhammer exclaiming 
how inconsiderate other 
golfers are. 
                 
Situation #2: You have a 20-
foot putt that you know is 
absolutely straight.  You 
line yourself up, take your 
stroke, and miss the ball 3 
feet to the right:  
 
Remedy:  Place an 
astonished look on your 
face.  Take your left hand 
and make a dramatic 
motion to the left letting 

your partners know that you 
thought it would break left.  
Of course if you missed the 
hole to the left do just the 
opposite. 
 
To finish the performance go 
to the opposite side of the 
hole and give a nodding 
approval giving notice that 
now you see there was no 
break.   
 
Situation #3: You’ve been on 
the driving range for half an 
hour with all your friends 
watching you hit  beautiful 
250 yard lasers with a nice 
high draw.  You get to the first 
tee and everything goes out 
the window and you top the 
ball 50 yards. 
 
Remedy: Immediately grab 
your back and make slight 
twisting motions faking 
discomfort.  Make the 
statement that you probably 
over did the practice at the 
driving range. Warning - 
Only use this once and at the 
first tee because if you’re well 
enough to play 18 holes, 
everyone will know you’re 
faking it. 
 
Situation #4: You have hit a 
beautiful drive leaving only 
130 yards to the flag.  You get 
up there with intense 
concentration and chunk the 
shot big time leaving you 20 

yards short of the green.  
  
Remedy: Look up in the air 
with a quizzical look.  
Throw some grass up, and 
nod your head affirming 
the imaginary hurricane 
that came up at the precise 
moment you hit your shot. 
 
Situation #5: You are in a 
bunker.  Your lie is perfect.  
The sand is perfect.  You 
make your explosion shot 
and the ball barely moves 
12 inches.  Your second 
shot is a little better but 
barely misses clearing the 
lip and it rolls back.  Your 
3rd shot barely gets out and 
still leaves you 75 feet from 
the hole. 
 
Remedy:  Exclaim loudly 
how you wish people 
would rake the bunkers 
after they get out. 
 
Situation #6: You are again 
in a bunker.  Again your lie 
is perfect. You make your 
explosion shot and the ball 
goes screaming 20 yards 
over the green.    
 
Remedy:  Exclaim loudly 
that the sand is too hard 
and that it’s a shame the 
course can’t maintain their 
bunkers.
