Why do | have both a
Handicap Index and a
Course Handicap?

Because courses have
varying levels of difficulty.
Let's say you have a
handicap index of 30.0. At
a difficult course you might
receive a course handicap
of 34. So you get four
additional strokes at that
course. All courses post a
course handicap table so
you can compute your
course handicap before
you play. If you look in
your SCGA Directory of
Golf you will see the
conversion tables. If you
